INFRASTRUCTURE & TRAINING EXPERTISE
The Haj Committee of India has in the wider interest of Muslims established a Coaching & Guidance Cell in its Haj House, at Palton Road, CST, Mumbai. The main purpose of setting up of this cell is to prepare young Muslim Graduate & P.G. Degree holders for the IAS and Allied Services Examinations conducted by the UPSC. The Cell has a Library-cum-Reading Room, three class rooms for lectures & group discussions, Director’s Chamber, Administrative Office, 10 partially furnished rooms for candidates, a Dining Hall and a Reception Hall. 
The Director and the Facility 
The Director Prof. S.A.M. Hashmi with a very long academic and administrative experience is over all in charge of the Cell. He delivers core lectures on General Studies and Economics and counsels, guides, inspires and supervises the trainees. The lectures and group discussions presided over by the Director are liberally supplemented by inviting specialists for compulsory and optional subjects. Professors from various universities in Mumbai and neighboring areas, eminent persons in different spheres of life and civil servants working in Greater Mumbai are invited for lectures, group discussions and interaction with the candidates.
Facilities and Environment 

Reading material, books, newspapers magazines are easily available to all trainees, yet so for as optional subjects are concerned the trainees will have to depend to a large extent, on the grounding they have acquired in their respective universities. The trainees will have the internet facilities during the training sessions.

Historical Perspective 
In a multi lingual and multi religious society like our all societies should play an important role. But the last 60 years of our democratic set up has proved that every thing is not satisfactory. In spite of several committees & commissions the gap between the haves and have nots has been increasing. The latest being the Sachar Committee which has clearly stated that the economic and educational level of MUSLIMS has deteriorated much below the SC/ST etc. classes. Their capacity to compete with their educationally advanced fellow citizens has been continuously declining. The Community is caught in a vicious circle of poverty and illiteracy. The Government has been announcing various schemes from time to time for their upliftment. Yet not much has been gained.
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Timely Decision 
The Haj Committee has taken a major initiative from this year to take up this tremendous task of training Muslims Graduates to enable them to manage the country.

Fees and Deposits:
The coaching and guidance shall be highly subsidised. Each trainee shall have to pay a security deposit of Rs.5000/- (Refundable) and a monthly fee of Rs.2000/- only towards food and hostel maintenance.
Some consideration may be made if the trainees belong to below poverty line. We expect the philanthropists to sponsor a few trainees.

Discipline: 
The trainees shall have to adhere strictly to the rules and regulation of the hostel. They are expected to maintain a high level of self discipline. The trainees shall have a 7-day week. Visitors shall not be generally allowed from the city or outside the city. Mobile shall be prohibited.
The trainees will be given a short break after the preliminary examination, when they can visit their home town.
The trainees shall not be allowed to pursue any other academic or non-academic course/activity.
Islamic Values
Since the total project is to have Muslim officers, it is necessary to inculcate Islamic values in the trainees. They have not only to be receptive but also active in learning and practicing Islamic moral values. They have to keep in mind that their ultimate aim is to serve the weak and downtrodden sections of the Society. They should inculcate in themselves the philosophy of “Saiyyadul Qaumi Khadimahum,” (Hadith), The Head of the Society is their servant.

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Important Information
CIVIL SERVICES PRELIMINARY & MAIN EXAMINATION

Age Limit: 21-30 Years, i.e., must have attained age of 21 years and must not have attained age of 30 years on 1st August of the year of Preliminary Examination. Upper age limit is relaxable for some categories.

Minimum Educational Qualification: Bachelor’s degree of a recognized University or and other recognized Educational Institutions.

PRELIMINARY EXAMINTAION

The examination consists of two papers (objective type), each of two hour duration, usually held on the same day (morning and afternoon).

Paper 1 – General Studies: 150 Objective question- 150 marks. The paper would include questions covering the following fields of knowledge: General Science; History of India, including National Movement; World Geography, with emphasis on Indian Geography & Agriculture; Indian polity  including the Constitution of India; Indian Economy, including Planning & Annual Budgets; United Nations Organization and its Agencies; General Mental Ability, including test of Reasoning, Simple Calculations, Graphs, Tables, Histograms, etc; Art and Culture; Cinema and Literature; Current Events of National and International Importance.

Paper 2 – Optional Subject: 120 Objective type questions – 300 Marks. One subject to be selected from the list of Optional subjects given below. The course contents will be that of the Bachelor’s Degree level. The question paper will be set both In Hindi & English.
